How to Make a Donation to Pegasus

Some options for donations include: 
 

1. On-line credit card donations can be made via the secure on-line facilities of Our

3.  “Adopting” a Pegasus Pony - Pegasus has about 25 horses that work in our programs. 
They are all carefully selected and trained for their special role at Pegasus.  Depending on 
the market price of the horse we are looking at purchasing, it costs between $2,000 and 
$6,000 for us to purchase a new horse.  The annual ongoing maintenance costs, including 
feed, vet bills, saddlery and equipment is about $2,000 per horse.  More information on our
