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When Franklin came to town…. 
Pegasus was fortunate to have the opportunity to work 
with Franklin Levinson – a very experienced horse 
trainer from Colorado USA in early February.  Franklin 
has over 40 years experience training horses and his 
approach aligns well with Pegasus – taking a kind, 
empathetic approach that focuses on trust between the 
horse and human.  Franklin has also develop a ground 
work based (ie non riding) therapy for children with 
disabilities and learning disorders.  Equine Facilitated 
Learning (EFL), as the therapy is called, aims to build 
the child’s relationship and communication skills. 

  Franklin’s work develops their understanding and 
abilities in areas such as trust, responsibility, 
compassion, communication, body language, self 
control, self esteem and confidence - all very important 
skills for children who may have difficulty fitting into 
their environment.  

Whilst he was here, Franklin conducted a three hour 
workshop on EFL, which was attended by 60 
participants – Pegasus volunteers, coaches and 
parents, special education teachers, physiotherapists, 
occupational therapists, speech therapists, counsellors 
and horse enthusiasts.  He worked with three Pegasus 
riders and taught them how to handle a horse, 
communicate with it, win its trust and become its 
leader.  It was wonderful to see the boys focus on the 
task, interact with the horse and literally grow as their 
confidence built from the session.  Franklin is a very 
talented teacher with a brilliant ability to ‘read’ and 
communicate with horses. 

Our coaches also benefited from his expertise as he 
spent two days working with them and our horses on 
horse training skills.   

We hope to have Franklin back here again in early 
2010 to do further work with our horses and hopefully 
some small group sessions with our volunteers, 
teaching them how to better understand horses and 
develop their own horse skills.

Inclusive Coaching Workshop Set for 11 May 

Pegasus has a very lengthy waiting list for our services 
and we are setting in place a number of strategies to 
address this issue as we know how frustrating it must 
be for people trying to access our programs.  Some of 
the strategies that we are working on include: 

·  Developing clear entry and exit policies for 
riders wanting to access our services. 

·  An annual review of each rider’s progress and 
consideration of their future goals and 
opportunities in equestrian activities, with 
potential referrals to other equestrian providers. 

·  Developing relationships with Australian Horse 
Riding Centre (AHRC) accredited riding 
centres to try to create pathways for riders into 
mainstream riding activities. 

·  Conducting joint events with Pony Clubs and 
AHRC Riding Centres to broaden our riders’ 
experiences. 

·  Hosting events at Pegasus to expose our riders 
to the broader equestrian community  

Another important strategy is to provide Pony Club and 
Riding School coaches with information and skills that 
will allow their programs to be more inclusive of riders 
with disabilities.  As part of this strategy, Pegasus will 
be conducting an Inclusive Coaching Workshop at 
Pegasus on 11 May.  Presenters from the Australian 
Sports Commission, Sport and Recreation ACT and 
RDA Victoria will all be involved, along with our own 
coaches. 

If you are a coach involved with mainstream equestrian 
programs and would like to learn more about including 
riders with a disability in your programs, then we would 
love you to come along to this FREE workshop.  Please 
contact Becky at Pegasus for more information.

Tree Planting Working Bees 

Pegasus is working closely with Greening Australia to 
establish native seed collection areas on our property.  
The aim is to revegetate parts of the property and at 
the same time aid in broader regeneration projects by 
growing plants of known provenance from which seeds 
can be collected and propagated for future landcare 
regeneration projects in our region.  By using seed 
stock of known provenance, Greening Australia are 
able to propagate and plant trees that have a better 
chance of long term survival. 

In total we are planning to plant over 3000 plants at 
Pegasus over the next 2 – 3 years.  Many of these will 
be small species in the Home Paddock, but about 700 
trees and shrubs will also be planted in the erosion 
gully and vineyard tree-lots.  We will be looking for 
volunteers to help out with this immense project – 
particularly on our tree planting working bees in spring 
and autumn.  Parents, volunteers, riders and other 
supporters are welcome to get their hands dirty. If you 
know of any corporate organisations that  might be 
looking for a good team building exercise, let us know 
as we are also keen to have corporate working bees to 
get this many plants into the ground. 

We will keep you posted of the dates for our tree 
planting working bees. 
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Farm Happenings 
Sensory garden set to go 

Phil Nizette, the designer of our Home Paddock and 
Sensory Garden has prepared the following report and 
virtual tour around the space. 

The Pegasus Sensory Garden gets closer by the day.  
Designs for the Home Paddock and Sensory Garden 
have been completed and incorporate many of the 
features you preferred from the 2008 University of 
Canberra Landscape student designs.  Some new 
ideas have been included and the new plans create a 
workable and achievable design to serve the many 
requirements.  The designs will beautify, create habitat, 
provide interest and activities for our riders, and create 
fun and educational spaces. 

New planting at the entrance, along the driveway and 
around the dam will improve the first impressions with 
flowering native plants.  A proposed viewing and 
relaxation deck at the dam, and a judge’s stand south 
of the outdoor arena will be developed in time and 
integrated with the remodelling of the outdoor arena.  
Vehicle, riding and pedestrian access has been 
planned for safety and separation, with a defined riding 
trail and points of interest around the dam, and 
pedestrian areas in the Sensory Garden.  Some new 
fences and gates and limited crossing points will 
improve safety for all using the area. 

Organising the access close to the indoor arenas and 
common room and developing the framework for the 
Sensory Garden will be one of the first priorities.  
Importantly this area will create activity, educational 
and gathering spaces for our riders and community 
members when they are waiting to ride or visiting 
Pegasus.  The broader environment and community 
will benefit too, with our native plantings serving as a 
valuable seed production area for Greening Australia, 
and several schools and external organisations 
expressing an interest to participate and visit the 
Sensory Garden. 

The Sensory Garden design takes the form of a 
stylised plant with the stem being the central path and 
the leaves as spaces for each of the senses.  Let’s 
‘take an imaginary walk’ through the Garden now 
(follow the plan over the page as we go).  The entry to 
the garden has a waiting area off the roadway and a 
wall for sponsors to be acknowledged, one then passes 
through a gate and arbour.  The Gathering Space on 
the right has a BBQ, tables and chairs of several types, 
and is a space for socialising, outdoor learning and 
gathering of all kinds, especially celebrations.  Across 
the main path and we’re into the Sight and Sound 
Space where the eyes and ears are engaged with 

colourful plantings, wind and sound sculptures made 
from recycled bikes and farm equipment.  Back onto 
the main path and down to the right, it’s time to do 
some gardening and taste some produce in the Taste 
and Vege Space.  Vegetable and herb beds, raised 
wheelchair accessible planters and an interactive water 
feature are features here.  Use an old fashioned water 
pump to fill the ‘Water Raceway’ and your watering 
can.  Look at the colourful water themed tiles we all 
made.  Composting and propagation areas are nearby. 

The Touch and Smell Space awaits across the path, 
scents from fragrant climbers on the arbour and the 
Chocolate Lily (in the right season) fill the air.  Invent 
games on the textured stepping stones incorporating 
other tiles we made -  is that a flower pattern or leaf 
impression there ?  Back on the main path we pass the 
Lavender leaf and crush some in our hands, through 
the arbour and out the bottom gate.  Heading back up 
the road toward the big arena, its time to go into the 
Rainbow Mural Maze.  Here are two spaces to get 
close to the mural panels on the arena and draw on the 
blackboards below.  Then follow the path around into a 
shaded space over the brightly painted water tank 
cover, a circular timber bench and more mural and 
drawing boards to discover and enjoy. 

Well that was all exciting, time for a cold drink or cup of 
tea and talk about how we’ll make the Sensory Garden 
come to life!  We have the designs and lots of support 
from our committed Pegasus community, we have 
funding and other support already from ACT 
Environment, Greening Australia, ACT Health, LEAD, 
ACT Department of Education and Training and others.  
We will be approaching major landscape firms in the 
next few weeks to ask for help with construction, and 
Greening Australia will start propagating plants for us 
shortly.  We’re planning to have some working bees 
and garden days too, so if you are keen to get your 
hands dirty or help with morning tea we’d love to hear 
from you. 

In the next few weeks there will be hands-on tile 
making workshops for all riders and interested others, 
these will form part of the ‘Water Raceway’ and 
‘Textured Stepping Stones’ learning features in the 
garden.  The workshops will be run by Phil & Jennifer 
from Wellspring Environmental Arts & Design who have 
a lot of experience in working with communities.  They 
have also created the landscape designs for the Home 
Paddock and Sensory Garden Project.  

It will be a long term staged project to get all the 
features in place, but we are well on the way, and we 
will be grateful for any help you can provide to make 
these visions become a reality.  Stay tuned for more 
news and opportunities to be involved as we progress.

Late last year we received fantastic news from the John 
T Reid trust notifying us that they were donating a 
significant sum of money to assist us to renovate our 
outdoor sand arena.  This was fantastic news and a 
great show of support from the Trust.   

Since then we have been busy working with a civil 
engineer, researching appropriate arena design and 
developing plans for the renovation.  After significant 
discussion and deliberation the Management 
Committee decided that we would aim to not only 
renovate the existing 60 x 20m arena, but to actually 
make a much larger 60 x 43m arena.  This will provide 
us with a much more functional outdoor teaching space 
which can either be used as one large arena or divided 
into two 60 x 20m arenas for teaching and competition 
purposes.  The full space will also be suitable for 
carriage driving and will allow us to expand the range of 
services that we can provide to riders (as soon as we 
find a new carriage driving pony!). 

The project is in the process of being fully costed, and 
we are also still looking for other sources of funding 
that will allow the complete project to come to fruition. 

Watch this space for more news of this project as it 
gets underway!

Have your say  

The Pegasus Management Committee is currently in 
the process of reviewing our Constitution to ensure that 
it meets the growing needs of the organisation and 
follows best practice principles for governance.  
Mallesons Stephen and Jacques have offered to 
undertake this review (pro bono) and we are grateful to 
them for their advice.  A draft of the new constitution 
should be available for comment in late April and 
members will get the opportunity to vote on the 
proposed changes later in the year. 
 
Strategic Plan Under Review
